How It Works
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Loading Dial List 1

Once you have activated the Xtreme Auto Dialer, a telephone number is automatically dialed, then
the telephone rings and is answered with these 5 possible scenarios:

1: NO ANSWER: It hangs up and dials the next number in the list.
(The unanswered number can be dialed again later)

2: BUSY SIGNAL: It hangs up and dials the next number is the list.
(The busy number can be dialed again later)

3: FAX TONE or SIT TONE (operator intercept): It hangs up and dials the next number on
the list. (These numbers are marked appropriately and not dialed again)

4: ANSWERING MACHINE or VOICE MAIL: Your message is played.
5: LIVE PERSON: The following is played based on the way you set up your system:

A: Acceptance Menu (optional)
Touchtone Keys available: 1 & 9
Example: “Hello! Is your electric bill too high? To hear how you can save lots of money
every month, press 1 or to be placed on our Do Not Call list, press 9.”

B: Main Message plays to a person who has answered their phone.
Example: “Don’t throw away money every month when you pay your electric bill. We can
save you....”



Touchtone & Voice Surveys (optional) may be used as the main message, with up to 100
questions that may be answered with touchtone key responses or with voice responses.

C: Ending Menu (optional)
Touchtone Keys available: 1, 2, 3,0, 9
Example: To repeat this message, press 1, to leave us a voice mail message, press 2, to
confirm that you received this message, press 3, to speak to an agent now, press
0, or to be placed on our Do Not Call list, press 9.”

Recording Your Messages

You may record your messages by microphone or telephone. Your recordings may be as long as
needed. Recordings are stored on your computer’s hard drive as “.wav” files.

Answering Machines vs Live Persons

Your message may be different for an answering machine than for a “live person”. Obviously an
answering machine cannot give you a response such by pressing a key or speaking to you. If you
wish, the system can disconnect if a “live person” answers and only leave a message if an answering
machine answers OR it can leave a message for a “live person” and disconnect if an answering
machine answers. If a “live person” answers, you can deliver a message, ask for a voice or
touchtone response, or transfer to a live operator.



Live Call Transfers

After a recorded message is played, the person called can press the “0” touchtone key on their
telephone to be transferred to an agent to talk “live”. They will hear “Please hold while we transfer
your call.” The system then dials one of your agents. You can put only one telephone number in the
list to transfer to or you can put in many phone numbers. It will rotate the numbers in the list so that
each agent receives an equal number of transfers. When an agent answers the phone, he or she will
hear “You have a call from the auto dialer.” (You also can choose if you want to announce the
telephone number of the person who has been transferred.) The agent can then say “Hello” and talk
with the person who has been called.

There are 2 ways to transfer calls: 1) use your own PBX system to transfer calls in-house or 2) use
our built in call bridging feature. This call bridging method allows transfers to any phone number in
the world to speak to a live person. It automatically reserves one of your lines from dialing so that
when someone presses 0, it can place that person on hold, then use the reserved line to call the
telephone number you have put into the list. It then connects the 2 parties so they may talk. Another
dialing line is automatically reserved when a transfer takes place so that a line will be available to
make another transfer. (To use our transfer feature, you must assign at least 2 lines for that list; 1 for
dialing and 1 for the transfer.) Note: With our call bridging, you do NOT need a PBX or any special
telephone line features, such as 3-way calling or call transfer disconnect, from your telephone
company. Note: The PIKA Inline and certain Dialogic voice boards do not perform bridging. Contact
sales to choose the correct voice board if you plan to transfer calls.

Telephone Numbers To Dial

The system will allow you to import lists of telephone numbers with names and other data, or you may
enter that information directly. The system allows many different lists of phone numbers to reside
within the system at the same time. Just click on the list you want to call. Our software allows you to
include both local and long distance telephone numbers within the same list. Using our “Area Code
Dictionary”, you can specify which area codes (and/or prefixes) need to be dialed with or without a “1”
for long distance or as 7 digits for local phone numbers. In addition, any numbers needing to be
dialed (such as a “9”) before dialing a phone number or after a phone number can be easily specified.

“Do Not Call” List

In any of your live answer messages, you may tell the person called that they may press “9” on their
touchtone phone to be automatically placed on the “Do Not Call” (DNC) list and never be called
again. You can also import existing lists, such as Federal and State DNC telephone numbers.

Call Responses & Results

The results of each call are logged for your records. The system marks phone numbers that are
busy or unanswered and can retry those numbers as many times as you designate. Voice
responses from the person called may be listened to using your computer’s speakers or they can be
emailed to you. Touchtone key responses are stored in your computer along with the telephone
number called.

Inbound Voice Mail

You may reserve one telephone line to receive inbound calls so that people may call in, hear your
greeting, and leave a voice mail message for you. That voice mail message can be emailed to you or
anyone you choose. When you click on the message, you'll hear the message on your PC speaker.



Advanced Feature: Multiple Campaigns

You can have from 1 to 10 different dialing campaigns calling at the same time. Each campaign can
dial from a different list of telephone numbers, use a different message, and call at the same or
different times.

Advanced Feature: Scheduling Dialing

You'll have the ability to pre-schedule many different lists of telephone numbers, each with different
messages and options, for future dates and times. Your lists will be dialed one at a time, and can be
scheduled to dial one right after the other or at different pre-determined times. The system will
automatically start and stop dialing each list as you specify; therefore, you will not need to be present
while the dialer is working for you.

Advanced Feature: Remote Operation

Operators of the system can call in from a remote location and enter a secret pass code to schedule
dialing sessions, re-record a message, select the phone list to be dialed, and start the dialing. In
addition you can operate this system remotely using the internet with a program such as
“GoToMyPC".

Advanced Feature: Surveys

You can create surveys (or questionnaires) with this feature. You can ask up to 100 questions, and
you may choose whether you want the questions to be answered by touchtone keys or by voice
answers. You may use all touchtone or all voice questions or you may mix touchtone and voice
guestions in the same survey.

Optional Advanced Feature: Text-to-Speech

For an additional cost, you may add our Text-to-Speech to speak and personalize a different
message to each of the telephone numbers that are called. This feature allows a pre-recorded voice
to read your text and insert the appropriate words, numbers, etc. as needed from your data bases of
information. (We include the female voice “Anna”. Other voices may be purchased separately.)
Below are some examples of Text-to-Speech calls:

1% call: “Hello, we have an important call for Betty Johnson. This is Dr. Smith’s office calling to
remind you about your appointment on Wednesday, July 23, at 2 pm. To repeat this message,
press 1, to confirm that you will be here, press 3, or to speak to someone in our office, press 0.”

2" call: “Hello, we have an important call for Marvin Henderson. This is Dr. Gibson’s office calling to
remind you about your appointment on Thursday, July 24, at 10:15 pm. To repeat this message,
press 1, to confirm that you will be here, press 3, or to speak to someone in our office, press 0.”

Note: Due to Text-to-Speech’s need for special computer resources, you must purchase one of our
computers. We will install the Xtreme Auto Dialer and Text-to-Speech software, as well as additional
RAM and a high quality sound card.



Telephone Service

Auto Dialing (calling to leave pre-recorded message  s): Effective December 1, 2008, per the US Federal Trade Commission, in the beginning of the
pre-recorded message, an automated key press must be available so that consumers can opt out of the call as easily as they can from a live
telemarketing call. If a message is left on an answering machine or voice mail, a toll free number must be provided for the recipient to call to opt out of
any future calls. Effective September 1, 2009, per the US Federal Trade Commission, telemarketers cannot call people with a pre-recorded message to
sell goods or services, unless they have prior written (or electronic) permission from the recipient of each call, regardless of whether it is answered live
or by an answering machine or voice mail. Having a previous business relationship will no longer be sufficient. The following are exempt from the prior
written permission requirement: informational calls, political calls, charitable solicitation calls, and healthcare related calls that are subject to HIPPA.
